




Section 6. Cumulative Votinrr for Board !vlembers. In anv election of the Members of the 
Board, every Owner of a membership emicled to vote at such an e.lection shall have the number of 
votes for each membership equal to the number of Directors to be elected, except that the Class B 
Member shall have ten (10) votes for each unsold Lot times the number of Dir.ectors to be elected. 
Each ]Vlember shall have the tighc to cumulate his voces for one (l) candidate or to di\~de such votes 

among any number of the candidates. The candidates recei\ing the highest number of votes, up 
to the number of the Board members co be elected, shall be deemed elected. 

Section 7. Suspension of \' ocing Ri?hts. In che event wy Owner is in arrears in the 
pttyment of any assessments or ocher amoums due under wy of the provisions of chese Bylaws .. the 
Declaration, the Articles, or Association Rules for a period of thiny (30) days, said Owner's right to 
vote as a lviember of the Associmion shall be suspended and shall remain suspended until all 
payments, including accrued interest and accorneys' fees, are brought current. In the event wy 
Owner is in default of any non-monetary obligacion of these Bylaw>, che Declaration, the Articles, 
or A.ssociation Rules, and remains in defaulc for more than cen : 10) days afcer notice from the 
Association to cure same, said lvlember's right co vote shall b'e suspended for a period not to exceed 
sixty (60) days. 

Section 8. Transfer of Membership. The rights and obligations of the Owner of a Lot 
ha~ng class A membership in the Associ;uion shall nm be assigned, cransferred, pledged, conveyed 
or alienated in any way excepc upon transfer of O\\nership to an Owner's Lot, and then only to the 
transferee of ownership to the Lm. A transfer of ownership to a Lot may be effected by deed, 
intestate succession, testame!'ltary disposition, foreclosure of a mortgage of re~ord, or such other 
legal process as now in effecc or as may hereafter be established under or pursuwt to the laws of the 
State of Arizona. Any attempt to make a prohibited transfer shall be void. Any transfer of 
ownership to a Lot shall operate w transfer the membership appurtenant to said Lot to the new 
0 wner thereof. 

ARTICLE IV 

i\.feecing of Members 

Section l. Annual l\Ieetings. The firsc annual meeting of che Members shall be held within 
one (1) year after the date of incorporation of the Association. An annual meeting of the Members 
shall be held at least once every twelve-(12) months thereafcer at such time and place as is 
determined by the Board. 

Section 2. Soecial ]Vleeting-s. Special meetings of the Members may be called at any time 
by the President or by the Board, or upon 11Ticten request of che l\lembers who are entitled to vote 
at lea.st fifty-one percent (51 %) of all of the \'Oces of the Class A membership. 

S.ection 3. Notice of Meecin:'s. Wri[[en nocice of each meeting of the Members shall. be 
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given by_, or at the direction of, the Secretary or person authorized to call the meeting, by mailing 
a copy of such notice, postage prepaid, not less than fifteen (15) days nor more than sixty (60) days 

before such meeting to each Member entitled to vote thereat, addressed to the Member's address 
last appearing on the books of the Association or supplied by such Member to the Association for 
the purpose of notice. Such notice shall specify the place, day and hour of the meeting and, in the 
case of a specictl meeting, the purpose of the meeting. 

Sectior. 4. Ouorum. The presence at the meeting of !\!embers entitled to cast, and/ or 
proxies entitled to cast, fifty-one percent (51 %) of the votes of e~ch class of membership shall 
constitute a quorum for any r:ction except as othenv1se provided in the Dedaration, the Articles, or 
these Bylaws. If, however, such quorum shall be present or represented at any meeting, the 
Members entitled to vote thereat shall have power to adjourn e.nd reschedule the meeting: 

Section 5. Proxies. At all meetings of Members, each !\!ember then entitled to vote may 
vote in person or by proxy. :\ll proxies shall be in writing and filed with the Secretary not less than 
two (2) days pr:or to the meeting. Every proxy shall be revocable and automatically shall cease upon 
conveyance by a l\riember of' such Member's lot. 

Section 6. Procedur~. Robert's Rul.es ef Order ~at est edition) shall govern the conduct of the 
Association's meetings when not in conflict with the Declaration, the Articles, o~ these Bylaws. 

ARTICLEV 

Beard of Directors; Selection; Term of Office 

Sectioi..l. Numbe.-. The affairs of this Association shall be managed by a Board of 
Directors, who need not be YI embers of the A.ssociation so long as there is a Class B membership 
in the Association. The B<>ard shall have the exclusive right of determining the affairs of the 
Association. The Board sh2,l! consist of not less than three (3) nor more than seven (7) Directors. 
The Board initially shall co,1sist of the three (3) Directors designar ed in the Articles. · 

Section 2. Term cf.Office. The Directors designated in the Articles shall hold office until 
the first annu?J election of D'.rectors, which shall take place at the first annual meeting of Members, 
or until their .;uccessors are elected and qualified. At the first annual meeting_, the Members shall 
elect one (1) Director for an :nitial term of three (3) years, one (1) Director for an initial term of two 
(2) years, and one Director for an initial term of one (1) year. At each annual meeting thereafter, 
the Members shall elect Din·ctors to replace those Directors whose terms have expired and all such 
Directors shall be elected for a term of three (3) years. The lengi:h of terms may be modified by the 
Me~bers and the number c·f Directors may be increased to not more than seven (7) by vote of the 
Board. In tL: event of an : ·1crease in the number of Directors. the lviembers, at the first annual 
meeting afte.· the increase. shall designate the term for the new directorships. Jf the new 
directorships. are created a id filled by the Board between annual meetings, the newly elected 
Directors shccl\ serve until t1 .e next annual meeting of the Iviemcecs. 
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
