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BYLAWS
OF

COLINAS DE SRO HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

Pursuant to the provisions of Arizona Revised Statutes, A.R.S. *10-3101, et seq. and
A.R.S. §33-1801, et seq., the aben Arizona nonprofit corporation hereby adopts the following
Bylaws :

. ARTICLE I
■TAME AND LOCATIO N

Section 1 .1 The name o. the corporation, is Colinas de Oro Homeowners Association ,
hereinafter referred to as the "As ociation" . The principal office of the Association shall b e
located at 5151 But Broadway, Suite 1100, Tucson, Arizona 85711-3606, but meetings of
Members and Directors may be he d at such places within the State of Arizona, County of Pima ,
as may be designated by the Board of Directors .

ARTICLE ii
DEFINITIONS

Arty capitalized terms not c efined herein shall have the meanings assigned to them by the
Declaration.

Section 2.1 "Associatr,oi " shall mean and refer to Colinas de Oro Homeowner s
Association, an Arizona nonprofit orporation, its successors and assigns .

Section 2,2 "Declarant" shall mean and refer to Title Security Agency of Arizona, an
Arizona corporation, as Trustee u der Trust No, 748 and not otherwise, and its successors and
assigns so designated in writing that acquire more than one (1) undeveloped Lot from the
Declarant for the purpose of devel "pint .

Section 2.3 "Declaratioi " shall mean and refer to the Declaration of Covenants ,
Conditions, Restrictions and Eas meats for Colinas de Oro applicable to the Properties an d
recorded in the Office of the Pin a County Recorder, State of Arizona, as it may be amended
from time to time.

Section 2244 "Properties' shall mean and refer to that certain real property described i n
the Declaration_

ARTICLE HI
rIEETTNG OF MEMBER S

Section 3 .1 Annual Me stings, The annual meeting of the Members shall be held
d17ring the first quarter of each c lendar year at a time and date to be announced, and the first
annual meeting of the Members s tall be held within one (1) year from the date of incorporation
of the Association. If the day f~ r the annual meeting of the members is a legal holiday, the
meeting will be held on the first d y following which is not a legal holiday .

Section 3 .3 Notice of Mt etings_ . Written notice of each meeting of the Members shal l
be given by, or at the direction of the secretary or person authorized to call the meeting, by
mailing a copy of such notice, post. ge prepaid, at least ten (10) days, and no more than fifty (50 )
days, before such meeting to each 1 teaajber entitled to vote thereafter, addressed to the Member ' s
address last appearing on the boo es of the Association, or supplied by such Member to th e
Association for the purpose of not ca . Such notice shall specify the place, day and hour of the
meeting and, in the ease of a specie meeting, the purpose of the meeting .

Section 3,4 Quorum. Tl e presence at the meeting of Members entitled to cast, or of
proxies entitled to cast, ten perm nt (10%) of the votes of each class of membership shal l
constitute a quorum for any action, except as otherwise provided in the Articles of Incorporation ,
the Declaration, or these Bylaws . 1 , however, such quorum shall not be present or represented a t
any meeting, the Members entitled to vote thereat shall have power to adjourn the meeting fro m
time to time, without notice other t tan annousicemer} .t at the meeting, until a quorum as aforesaid
shall be present or be represented; provided, however, that if the adjournment is for more tha n
thirty (30) days, notice shall be giv to each member entitled to vote at the meeting_

Section 3 .5 Proxies. At all meetings of Members, each Member may vote in. person or
by proxy. All proxies shall be in vriting and 'filed with the secretary . An owner may revoke a
proxy by attending a meeting an 1 voting is person or by delivering to the secretary of th e
Association a signed revocation, tat a subsequent appointment form, A proxy expires eleven. (11 )
months after the date of its exec ition, unless it specifies a different teem or states that it i s
irrevocable and coupled with an in erect as set forth in A .R.S. § 10-3724(D) .

Section 3 .6 Member A :lion Without a. Meeting . Unless the Articles provide
otherwise, any action required or permitted to be taken by the Members at a meeting may b e
taken without a meeting, by wri ten consent, as evidenced by one or more written consents
describing the action taken, sigaei by a majority of the Members (or such greater percentage a s
may be required hereunder or in t e Articles or Declaration for the action taken hereunder) an d
filed with the minutes or corporal records . Action•taken by written consent is effective when
the last Member (of the number : equired for the action) signs the consent, unless the consent
specifies a different effective date . A signed consent has the effect of a meeting vote and may be
described as such in any docume : . Written not he of member approval pursi'snt to this Section
shall be given to all members who have not Signed the consent

Any vote of the Members may also be taken without a meeting, by written ballot, if (1 )
the Association delivers a written ballot to every member entitled to vote on the matter, giving
the Member an opportunity to ve e for or against the proposed actors, and setting forth (a) th e
proposed action, (b) the number of responses needed to meet quorum requirements, (c) th e

. percentage of approvals needed tc approve the matter, and (d) the time by which a ballot must be
delivered in order to be counted, which shall be not fewer than three days after- the corporation
delivered the ballot to the Membc :s; (2) the number of votes cast by ballot equals or exceeds the
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ovals equals or exceeds the nm Aber of votes-that would be required to approve the action atapprovals
a meeting at which the total numb r of votes cast was 'the same as the number of votes cast by

ARTICLE IV
BOARD OF DIRE' :TORS; SELECTION; TERM OF OFFICE

Section 4 .1 Number . Tt affairs of the Association shall be managed by the Board .
The initial Board and each Board thereafter for so long as there is a Class B Member shal l
consist of three (3) directors appal £ted,by the Class B Membership, who need not be Member s
of the Association nor Owners o Lots . Commencing with the that annual meeting of the
Members when there is no longer , . Class B Member, the Board shall consist of, and the voting
Members shall elect, five (5) dirt ctors, each of whom must be a Member or an individual
designated by a corporation., panne ship, or other nap-individual Member, including Declarant as

a Class A Member who owns one ( .) or more Lots .

Section 4.2 Team of Off .:a. The directors shall be elected at the annual meeting of th e
Members, and the term of the dire tots, so 1om as there is a Class B Member, shall be one (1 )
year or until the director shall resi t a or die . cTte removed. The terms for the five (5) director s
elected at the first annual meeting of the Members when . there is no longer a Class B Member
shall be one (1) director for a one ( ) year term, two (2) directors for a two (2) year term and tw o
(2) directors for a three (3) year to m, thus establishing a staggered Board . In succeeding years,
all directors shall be elected for a ti ree (3) year term

Section 43 Removal . It ay director may be removed from the Board, with or without
cause, by Members having tweet irds (213) of the votes entitled to be cast by the Members
present in person or by proxy at a meeting of the Members, except that the Declarant shall
appoint the directors dining the pendency of the Class B Membership as provided in the
Declaration, and no director may b removed without Declarant's consent during such time . Any
director so removed by the Meml xs shall be replaced by a director elected by the Members a t

the same meeting. In the event )f death, or resignation: of a director, the successor shall b e
selected by the remaining membe s of the Board and shall serve for the unexpired term of the
predecessor.

Section 4.4 Cornpensati an. No director shall receive compensation for any service
rendered to the Association that s within such director's duties as a director. However, any
director may be reimbursed for as teal expenses incurred by the director in. the performance o f

such director's duties .

ARTICLE V
NO?M INATT )N AND ELECTTON OF DIRECTOR S

Section 5 .1 Nomivatior . Nomination for election to the Board of Directors shall be

made by a Nominating Caum' itte : . Nmain.ations may also be made from. the floor at the annual

meeting. The Nominating Comm tree shall consist of a Chairmen , who shall be a member of the
Board of Directors, and two (') or more Members of the Association . The Nominating
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of such annual meeting until the close of the next annual
ill be announced at each annual meeting . The Nominating
minations for election to the Board of Directors as it shall in
ss than the number of vacaxlcies that are to be filled.

Section 52 Bl.ection. h action to the Board of' Directors Gha11 be by secret written
ballot In any such election, every Owner entitled to vote shall be entitled to cast the number of
votes attributable to such Owner multiplied by the number of directors to be elected. Each
Owner shall have the right to cumr late the Owner's .votes for one (1) candidate or to divide such
votes among any number of the cal didates .

Section 5.3 Right of Ap 'ointment . Notwithstanding the above, the Directors shall, s o
long as the Class B MembershiF exists, be nominated, appointed or removed solely by th e
Declarant

ARTICLE V I
M JETINGS OF DIRECTORS

Section 6.1 Reeliler Ma aijim, Regular meetings of the Board of Directors shall be
held at least once per calendar yea , at such place and hour as maybe fixed from time to time by
resolution of the Board. Such me stings shall be open to all . Members (although Members who
are not Directors shall not be pet pitted to participate in. any discussion of the Board at such
meeting unless expressly authorize 3 to do so by a majority of a quorum of the Board) ; provided,
however, that any meeting or port en thereof may be closed if limited to consideration of one or
more of the following :

Section 6 .3 Quo. p majority of the number of directors shall constitute a quoru m
for the transaction of business . El ery act or decision done or made by a majority of the director s
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present at a duty held meeting at 1 rhfcfl a quorum is present small De regarded as the act of M e
Board.

ARTICLE VII
POWERS AND D JTIES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 7 .1 Powers. In .ddition to all other powers, the Board of Directors shall have
power to :

A. adopt and pt bush rules and regulations goveszung the use of the Commo n
Area and facilities, and the person al conduct of the Members and their guests thereon, and to
establish penalties for the infracda . thereof;

B. suspend the voting rights and the right to use of the recreational facilitie s
of a Member during any period in which such Member shall be in default in the payment of any
assessment levied by the Associ lion . Such rights may also be suspended after notice and
hearing (as provided in Section 10 1), for a period not to exceed fifty (50) days for infraction o f
published rules and regulations;

C. exercise for the Association all powers, duties and authority vested in o r
delegated to the Association and tot reserved to the Membership by other provisions of thes e
Bylaws, the Articles of Incorporati in, or the Declaration;

D. declare the sffice of a member of the Board of Directors to be vacant in
the event such member shall be al neat from three (3) consecutive regular meetings of the Board
of Directors ;

Section 7.2 Duties_ Its] all be the duty of the Board of Directors to :

3_ fore :lose the lien against any property for which assessments ar e
not paid within thirty (30) days al :or the due date or to bring an action at law against the Owne r
personally obligated to pay the sa ae, provided same is cost effective in the sole discretion of th e
Board of Directors ;
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person, a certificate setting forth v Nether or not any assessment has been paid. A reasonable
charge may be made by the Board . ar the issuance of these certificates . If a certificate states an
assessment has been paid, such cart ficare shall be conclusive evidence ofsuch payment;

C, procure and l aintain liability and hazard insurance on property owned b y
the Association in the amounts rest iced by the Declaration or otherwise determined by the Boar d
of Directors in their sole diseietion ;

D. cause all oifi ;ers or employees having fiscal responsibilities to be bonded ,
as it may deem appropriate;

E. cause the Cc nmon Area, and any other areas for which the Association i s
responsible, to be maintained; and

F. send the ink =nation required by Article XtLt below to a prospectiv e
purchaser of a Lot upon receipt of t le required notice of pending sale.

ARTICLE VIII
OFF iCERS AND THEIR DUTIES

Section 11 Bnumeratiat of Offices . The officers of this Association shall be a
president and vice-president, who shall at all times be members of the Board of D irectors, a
secretary, and a treasurer, and st eh other officers as the Board may from time to time by
resolution create .

Section 8.22 Election of 1 }ffieers . So long as there is a Class B Member, all officers of
the Association shall be appointed and removed by the Class B Member . Thereafter, the officers
shall be elected by the Board at tht first meeting of the Board of Directors following each annua l
meetin.g of the Members .

Section 8.3 Term. The officers of this Association shall be elected annually by th e
Board and each shall hold office fir one (1) year unless such officer shall sooner resign, or shal l
be removed, or otherwise disqualii Ad to serve .

Section 884 Special Atli oiu cents . The ,Board may elect such other officers as th e
affairs of the Association may regy ire, each of whom shall hold office for such period, have suc h
authority, and perform such duties as the Board may, from time to time, determine .

Section 8.5 Resignation and Removal, Any officer may be icuioved from office with
or without cause by the Board, ex apt that so long as there is a Class B Member, officers may b e
removed only by the Class B Me caber . Any officer may resign at any time by giving written
notice to the Board, the president or the secretary . Such resignation shall tai effect on the dat e
of receipt of such notice or at at y later time specified therein, and unless otherwise specifie d
therein, the acceptance of such re . ignition shall not be necessary to make it effective _

Section 8.66 Vacancies . A vacancy in any office may be filled by appointment by th e
Board except that any vacancy cr sated by the removal of an officer by the Class B Member shal l
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remainder of the term of the officer replaced,

Section 8.7 Multiple Off ces. The offices of secretary and treasurer may be held by
the same person . No person shall simultaneously hold more than one (1) of any of the other
offices except in the case of special offices created purs1	 rttto Section 8.4 of this Article .

Section 8 .8 Duties . The !lilies of the officers are as follows !

A. PRESIDENT . The president shall preside at all meetings of the Board o f
Directors ; shall see that orders and resolutions of the Board are carried our ; shall sign all leases ,
mortgages, deeds and other writs a instruments and shall co-sip all checks and promissory
notes_

B. ICE-PRES DENT. The vice-president shall act in the place and stead o f
the president in the event of the pr sident's absence, inability or refusal to act, and shall exercis e
and discharge such other duties as 1 say be required by the Board.

C. SECRETAR Y. The secretary shall record the votes and keep the minutes
of all meetings and proceedings of the Board and of the Members ; keep the corporate seal of the
Association and affix it on all paps requiring said seal; serve notice of meetings of the Board
and of the Members; keep appropi .ate current records showing the Members of the Associatio n
together with their addresses, and ; sail perform such other duties as required by the Board.

D. TR AS-JTI R. The treasurer shall receive and deposit in appropriate
bank accounts all monies of the Association and shall disburse such funds as directed by
resolution of the Board of Disc ;tors ; shall sign all checks and promissory notes of the
Association; keep proper books of account; cause an annual review of the Association books to
be made by a public accountant at he completion of each fiscal year, and shall prepare an annua l
budget and a statement of incom and expenditures to be presented to the Membership at its
regular annual meeting, and delive a copy of each to the Members . The Treasurer and President
may in -writing delegate to a profs 3siosaal management company the authority to execute check s
for ordinary and necessary operati tg expenses of the Association. Capital expenses shall require
the signature of the Treasurer and 'resident .
