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Hours Summer hours: April 1 through October 31 annually
8 am to 9pm (gates lock a 8:30pm for entrance)

Winter hours: November 1 through March 31 annually closed

Opening dates and closing dates may be adjusted depending on temperatures
No one under the age of 16 is allowed in the enclosed pool areas without the supervision of an
adult.
No alcohol use within the park or enclosed pool area
No Smoking within the park or enclosed pool area
No Glass containers within the park or enclosed pool area
No pushing or shoving or unnecessary roughness
Running is prohibited
No loud music at anytime. Please be aware of close neighbors
Diving is prohibited. The pool is too shallow

. No abusive or vulgar language
. Do not open the locked gates for someone that has a non-working key or is not a resident of the

Association. Guest of owners are welcome and must be accompanied by the owner. Owner is
responsible for their actions and the adherence to the rules.

Appropriate attire is required

Do not remove the pool tables and chairs from the enclosed area

Do not leave piles or trash for others to pick up. Pack items in if you with but remove them to
your own home for disposal.

NO BABY DIAPERS IN THE TRASH CONTAINERS OR BATHROOM WASTEBASKETS.

All parties require pre approved written authorization by the HOA Board through Renaissance
Community Partners 480-813-6788, with proof of liability insurance. Heritage Park HOA is not
responsible for any damages or injures that may occur. All gatherings without written
permission posted will be removed.

Anyone that used their key to try to enter into areas that are not open to pool users and
residents, will be subject to the key automatically being revoked by the computer and will be
subject to reassignment by the pool amenity.

The pool bathroom are not pit stops on the way to other areas. These bathrooms are for use of
the pool users while they are enjoying the pool amenity.

Anyone observed or reported to the pool administrators for inappropriate behavior in the pool
is subject to arrest or revocation for those actions. Sexual inappropriate behavior will be
handled in the strictness way possible. Remember, this is not your private pool.

No use of the pool before or after pool hours. There are homes in close proximity to the pool
and voices carry loudly over water areas. Please be aware of other’s rights and quiet enjoyment
of the homes.
